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Public Consultation Process

Consultation with the public forms an integral component of the environmental licensing process. In
terms of Section 21 of the EIA Regulations a call for open consultation with all interested and affected
parties (I&Aps) at defined stages of the EIA process is required. This entails giving members of the
public an opportunity to comment on the proposed project and environmental reports, so that they can
raise issues or concerns regarding the proposed activities, their potential impacts and mitigation of these
impacts.

The objectives of stakeholder engagement are to inform the public about the project on an ongoing
basis, understand their concerns related to the project, to obtain local knowledge about the area and
provide review opportunities at key stages in the process
