Two foreigners stuck over six elephant teeth
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A Zambian and a Mozambican citizen was arrested last week with six elephant teeth in their possession on Katima
Mulilo.

According to Namibian Police and the Ministry of the Environment, Forestry and Tourism's weekly crime report from
April 27 to May 3, Messrs. Pani Kavi of Mozambique and Mulita Kapingro of Zambia the alleged ivory smugglers.

They are two of the six suspects arrested last week in connection with wildlife crime. According to the report, three
new wildlife crime cases were pending.

Two of the suspects were arrested in connection with rhino poaching, attempted robbery, or corner smuggling.

Two of the six suspects have been arrested in connection with the illegal possession of leopard skins. Mr. Isaacs
Albertus was allegedly caught with one leopard skin in his capital last Monday in Katutura in the capital.

On Okahandja Mr. Fulgentius Kandjimi was arrested last Wednesday with one leopard skin and unspecified
bones. Police seized his vehicle.
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
