ALIENS

Eucalyptus spp.

Very tall trees with straight trunks. Bark grey, peeling in long strips to reveal a white underbark or with
rough, fissured bark. Leaves drooping, leathery, lanceolate.

Trees of over 8 m high, mainly found along the
banks of rivers. Often planted on farms and
sometimes in town gardens; seen growing in the
middle of nowhere giving the impression that
they are naturalised, but were planted many
years ago and all other signs of human
habitation have disappeared. Not a threat in
Namibia, but can seriously impact the ground-
water levels and should be eradicated.

Atall, erect tree with long, thin, needle-like Leaves and cones. Sometimes planted at farm homesteads.

Recorded from the banks of the Orange River. Generally uncommon. Not considered a threat in Namibia.
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
