Trends — Numbers per 100km
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Trends were calculated using both dry season and wet season counts for years prior to 2007, and only dry

season counts were used from 2007 onwards. Great care should be taken when interpreting the charts prior
to, and after 2007 as, in addition to the count season changing, the number of transects increased and their
spatial distribution expanded at this time.
