1. INTRODUCTION 

The Ongwediva Town Council, in collaboration with the Development 

Workshop of Namibia (DWN), has appointed Urban Dynamics to 

facilitate the approval process for the proposed  

This project is a Greenfield development, meaning it will establish a 

new township on previously undeveloped land. The initiative aims to 

provide secure tenure and ensure access to essential infrastructure and services. 

To facilitate this, Urban Dynamics Africa (UDA) will apply for township establishment from the Ministry of Urban and Rural 

Development and an Environmental Clearance Certificate (ECC) from the Ministry of Environment, Forestry, and Tourism. 

This Background Information Document (BID) provides key project details and encourages active participation from 

interested and affected stakeholders. It also outlines how stakeholders can engage in the process effectively.

2. PROJECT DESCRIPTION 

2.1. PROJECT RATIONALE  
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Ongwediva-Ondangwa" urban triangle, which serves 

as a major economic hub in northern Namibia. It is 

surrounded by communal and agricultural land, with 

a well-developed infrastructure that supports 

commerce, education, and residential growth. The 

proposed township development in Ongwediva is a 
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response to the increasing demand for affordable and serviced residential land. As urbanisation accelerates, access to 

secure land tenure and essential infrastructure remains a priority for sustainable urban growth. This project aims to 

bridge the gap by providing formalised land ownership and integrating key services such as water, sanitation, roads, and 

electricity. 

By establishing a well-planned urban extension, the development will contribute to structured growth while reducing 

informal settlements. It aligns with the Ongwediva Town Council’s strategic urban expansion initiatives and national 

housing policies to enhance social and economic opportunities for low-income residents. 

2.2. BACKGROUND

The proposed development is situated about 30 

km west of Ondangwa, Ongwediva is well-

connected via C46, a road directly connected to 

the B1 road that links Otavi, Oshivelo, 

Omuthiya, Ondangwa, Ongwediva, and 

Oshakati. The town is part of the "Oshakati-

Ongwediva-Ondangwa" urban triangle, which 

serves as a major economic hub in northern 

Namibia.  The location of the site is shown in 

Figure 2. 

It is surrounded by communal and agricultural land, with a well-developed infrastructure that supports commerce, 

education, and residential growth. 

DWN aims to develop a new township to provide ultra-low-income residents with opportunities for secure land tenure. 

The project will contribute to the formalisation of property ownership and the installation of essential service 

infrastructure, thus increasing the availability of affordable residential properties. 

This development will formalise land tenure, allowing residents to invest in their properties and access essential municipal 

services. It will also stimulate economic activity by creating commercial and institutional land uses within the township. 

The project is designed to ensure sustainable, inclusive urban development, while adhering to national planning 

regulations.  

2.3. THE SITE CHARACTERISTICS 

The site is located on Portion 65 of the Remainder of Farm Ongwediva Town and Townlands No. 881, at coordinates  

17°48'33.98"S 15°46'34.53"E.  It is situated south of Efidi Proper and covers an area of 13.7 ha. The site, owned by the

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Ongwediva Town Council, is flat and includes several large trees. It is surrounded by water areas, adding to its 

environmental context.  

2.4. CURRENT LAND USE 

According to the zoning scheme, Portion 65 is zoned as 'undetermined.' The land is primarily used for grazing and wood 

harvesting, making it a typical Greenfield development site. The site also includes one homestead. 

2.5. PROPOSED LAYOUT  

Table 1: Summary of Land Use  

The draft layout for Portion 65 provides for 181 new 

erven, which will be designated for various land uses, 

with the majority zoned for residential purposes. The 

layout will change the zoning of the portion from 

Undetermined to Residential, Business, Institutional, and 

Public Open Spaces. Figure 3 shows the draft layout, 

while Table 1 provides a summary of the detailed land-

use allocation.

In terms of the provision of the Environmental Management Act 

(Act No. 7 of 2007) of Namibia, the environmental practitioner 

must manage the assessment of the potential social and 

environmental impacts, conclude the application process and 

ensure that the general public and Interested and Affected 

Parties (I&APs) are afforded the opportunity to comment on the 

proposed activities.   

In order to fulfil these requirements, this EIA process includes 

the preparation of a database of possible I&APs, keeping an 

issue and response register, and circulating all draft and final 

documents to registered stakeholders.   

Through this document, we aim to start engaging with 

stakeholders about the project and provide the opportunity to 

I&APs to share their comments, issues, and concerns with the 

EIA team.  

This BID is also an invitation to all potential I&AP's to register as stakeholders.  You will also be able to share comments, 

issues, and concerns about the assessment.
